How to make 

1 x A4 sheet of paper A pair of scissors

1. Fold your paper in half.

=
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2. Turn the folded page 90o, and fold your paper in half again.

3. Turn the folded page 90o again, and fold your paper in half 
once more.

4. Unfold the paper twice so it’s still folded once in half.  
You’ll be able to see the fold marks across the middle.

5. Holding the paper horizontally so the fold is on the bottom, 
carefully cut along the middle fold up to the centre.

=
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6. Unfold the paper completely. There will now be a slit down the 
very middle of the page.

7. Fold the paper in half again, this time lengthwise.

8. Hold up the folded page, and fold the page in on itself,  
creating a four pointed star shape from the cut out gap .
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9. Now fold down the arms of the star shape to make a small  
rectangle.

10. Now you have an 8-page booklet you can use for your story, 
your drawings, or anything you like. Don’t forget to leave the front 
blank so you can design your book cover.
